Digital Literary Analysis – The DLA!
You will use the literary analysis script you write to create a digital literary analysis. This will involve the use of technology, images, and sound. You will use Photo Story or another program with similar features to do this. BRING DEVICES, especially if they record audio!!!!
Requirements:

1) 5 slides—slides must be built on a background template for a professional appearance
a. title slide

b. element 1 – evidence 1 or 2 (you choose which one)
c. element 2 – evidence 1 or 2 (you choose which one)
d. conclusion slide

e. citation slide(s)

2) the “title” slide must name the presentation (Digital Literary Analysis), book, author, student’s name, and class period

3) transitions between all slides—transitions must be uniform and consistent; you may NOT use the default transition
4) each “element” slide above must name the element of author’s craft and have an easily readable direct quotation w/page number

5) each “element” slide above must also feature an image that fits with the content of the quotation; images must be from the FBISD databases and may NOT include clip art
6) the “conclusion” slide must feature the theme statement (it also can NOT be a paragraph)

7) the “citation” slide(s) must cite the novel and ALL images (more than one citation slide may be needed)

8) each slide, except the citations, will feature recorded narration; you will USE the corresponding paragraph of your script for the corresponding slide
9) the finished Digital Literary Analysis must be uploaded to the Raiders drive as specified in class

NOTE: The written text of each slide is required to demonstrate correct use of standard English spelling, capitalization, grammar, and punctuation.

The final product will be a major grade. Consult the grading rubric on back of this page for more specifics as needed.
