Paired Presentations – Literary Scavenger Hunt
THIS IS A DAILY GRADE! You must be ready to present it on Friday, Sept. 18th with a possible extension to Monday, September 21st. 
First, you and your partner must discuss and come to consensus about which literary device is BEST represented by your assigned passage. You should also discuss and agree about which OTHER devices are also found within your passage.
Next, you and your partner will create a one page presentation that will be displayed on the ELMO. The page must include the following:
1. your names and class period
2. the passage number
3. the device BEST represented by your passage
a. for this device, you should quote exact text that demonstrates the device
b. you must also write a 1-2 sentence explanation of WHY the device is used
i. what is its purpose in the text?
ii. how does it add to the meaning of the text?
4. the other devices (if any) found in your passage
a. a 1 sentence explanation of WHY each minor device is used
5. symbolic art and/or appropriate decoration (if time, not required)
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
